EPIGRAPH had a number of objectives - to act
as a mechanism for the centrifugal dissemination of infor-
mation from the ILAE centre, to provide a platform and a
forum for notifying members about its activities of ILAE and
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to encourage a sense of belonging amongst ILAE members.
The first issue appeared in 1994 and it has continued to be
